EPIFANIA DEL SENOR

EVANGELIO DE SAN MATEO 2,1-12
Jesus nacid en Belén de Judd, en tiempos del rey
Herodes. Unos magos de oriente llegaron entonces a
Jerusalén y preguntaron: “;Dénde esta el rey de los
judios que acaba de nacer? Porque vimos surgir su
estrella y hemos venido a adorarlo”. Al enterarse de
esto, el rey Herodes se sobresalté y toda Jerusalén con
él. Convoco entonces a los sumos sacerdotes y a los
escribas del pueblo y les pregunté ddonde tenia que
nacer el Mesias. Ellos le contestaron: “En Belén de
Judd, porque asi lo ha escrito el profeta: Y tii, Belén,
tierra de Judda, no eres en manera alguna la menor entre
las ciudades ilustres de Judd, pues de ti saldra un jefe,
que serd el pastor de mi pueblo, Israel”. Entonces
Herodes llamo6 en secreto a los magos, para que le
precisaran el tiempo en que se les habia aparecido la
estrella y los mandé a Belén, diciéndoles: “Vayan a
averiguar cuidadosamente qué hay de ese nifio Yy,
cuando lo encuentren, avisenme para que yo también
vaya a adorarlo”.

EVANGELHO DE SAO MATS , 1-12

Tinha Jesus nascido em Belém da Judeia, nos dias do rei
Herodes, quando chegaram a Jerusalém uns Magos
vindos do Oriente.«Onde estda — perguntaram eles —
o rei dos judeus que acaba de nascer? Nos vimos a sua
estrela no Oriente e viemos adora-I’O». Ao ouvir tal
noticia, o rei Herodes ficou perturbado, e, com ele, toda a
cidade de Jerusalém. Reuniu todos os principes dos
sacerdotes e escribas do povo e perguntou-lhes onde devia
nascer o Messias. Eles responderam: «Em Belém da
Judeia, porque assim estd escrito pelo profeta: ‘Tu,
Belém, terra de Jud4d, ndo és de modo nenhum a menor
entre as principais cidades de Jud4, pois de ti saird um
chefe, que sera o Pastor de Israel, meu povo’». Entiao
Herodes mandou chamar secretamente os Magos e pediu-
lhes informacdes precisas sobre o tempo em que lhes tinha
aparecido a estrela.

E eis
que a estrela que tinham visto no Oriente seguia a sua
frente e parou sobre o lugar onde estava o Menino. Ao ver
a estrela, sentiram grande alegria. Entraram na casa,
viram o Menino com Maria, sua Mae, e, prostrando-se
diante d’Ele, adoraram-n’O. Depois, abrindo os seus
tesouros, ofereceram-Lhe presentes: ouro, incenso e
mirra. E, avisados em sonhos para nao voltarem a
presenca de Herodes, regressaram a sua terra por outro
caminho.
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A Epifania do Senhor é a manifestacio de Jesus ao
mundo (representado pelos Reis Magos de nacoes
pagas), revelando que a salvacio é para todos os povos,
nio so6 para os judeus, destacando a luz de Cristo que
guia a humanidade, e convidando cada um a adorar,
oferecendo a Deus os seus "tesouros'" e a seguir um
novo caminho de amor e servico, superando o poder
mundano. Em primeiro lugar, atentemos nas atitudes
das varias personagens que Mateus nos apresenta em
confronto com Jesus: os “magos”, Herodes, os
principes dos sacerdotes e os escribas do povo... Diante
de Jesus, a “luz salvadora” enviada por Deus, estes
distintos personagens assumem atitudes diversas, que
vao desde a adoracio (os “magos”), até a rejeicao total
(Herodes), passando pela indiferenca dos sacerdotes e
os escribas.

Isaias
. 60, 1-6

A primeira leitura anuncia a Jerusalém a chegada da
luz salvadora de Deus. Essa luz transfigurara o rosto
da cidade, iluminara o regresso a casa dos exilados na
Babilénia e atraira a cidade de Deus povos de todo o
mundo. Os filhos, exilados numa terra estrangeira, irao
regressar em triunfo (“trazidos nos bracos”),
devolvendo a alegria e a vida a cidade. Mas a luz
salvadora de Deus que brilha sobre Jerusalém fara
ainda mais: atrairda homens e mulheres de todas as
racas e nacdes, que convergirio para Jerusalém,
inundando-a de riquezas e cantando os louvores de
Deus. Este anuncio profético acende a esperanca nos
coracdes cansados e abatidos dos exilados. Todos
ficardo a espera do dia supremamente festivo em que
comecara a brilhar essa “luz” salvadora e
transformadora. O evangelista Mateus liga esta
profecia a chegada de Jesus.
