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For You Too Were Once Aliens...

A STATEMENT BY THE CATHOLIC BISHOPS OF NEW YORK STATE
November 13, 2025 | Memorial of Saint Frances Xavier Cabrini

Leviticus 19:33-34
“When an alien resides with you in your land, do not mistreat such a one. You shall treat
the alien who resides with you no differently than the natives born among you; you shall
love the alien as yourself; for you too were once aliens in the land of Egypt.”

In September, a striking mural depicting immigrants of the past and present was dedicated at Saint Patrick’s
Cathedral in Manhattan. Among the multitude of those immigrants now gracing the narthex walls of our venerable
metropolitan cathedral - nameless men and women who came to this land often “tired...poor...[and] yearning to be
free” - stands a young Saint Frances Xavier Cabrini.

Mother Cabrini, a woman consecrated to the Lord, was an indefatigable advocate, protector, and educator of newly
arrived immigrants to New York. A native of Italy, she overcame anti-Italian prejudice in her adopted country of
America and established, with God's grace, numerous charitable institutions and schools to serve those finding their
way in a new land.

Mother Cabrini reminds us of the Church'’s longstanding care and concern for immigrants, as the mural itself,
stunning in its scope, illustrates an indisputable fact: New York was and is a land of immigrants whose contributions
have enriched and transformed, indeed built, our society.

Contemplating this magnificent mural at a moment when our nation considers again the plight of the immigrant, we
recall that Christian charity, as lived so powerfully by Mother Cabrini, demands we welcome the stranger and treat
every individual with respect and dignity.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church makes this clear.

“The more prosperous nations are obliged, to the extent they are able, to welcome the foreigner in search of the security
and the means of livelihood which he cannot find in his country of origin. Public authorities should see to it that the
natural right is respected that places a guest under the protection of those who receive him.”

“Political authorities, for the sake of the common good for which they are responsible, may make the exercise of the right
to immigrate subject to various juridical conditions, especially with regard to the immigrants’ duties toward their country
of adoption. Immigrants are obliged to respect with gratitude the material and spiritual heritage of the country that
receives them, to obey its laws and to assist in carrying civic burdens.” (n. 2241)

Pope Leo X1V, like his predecessors, has already taught this truth and shown particular solicitude towards migrant
refugees—those who leave their homes not simply to seek a better life abroad, but who are forced to take flight
because of violence and oppression in their own nations. In his first apostolic exhortation, Dilexi Te, proclaimed on
October 4, 2025, the Memorial of Saint Francis of Assisi, he wrote:

“The Church, like a mother, accompanies those who are walking. Where the world sees threats, she sees children; where
walls are built, she builds bridges. She knows that her proclamation of the Gospel is credible only when it is translated into
gestures of closeness and welcome. And she knows that in every rejected migrant, it is Christ himself who knocks at the
door of the community.” (Section 75)

In recent years, many such refugee migrants have come to New York. Some have arrived from war-torn countries
like Ukraine and Afghanistan; others from Central or South America have fled poverty, authoritarian governments,
and drug cartels that made life in their country of origin dangerous for themselves and their families. Some have
been granted refugee or temporary protected status, while others have no legal status. Most of these migrants - the
majority, our neighbors - are good people who arrived on our shores seeking a better life.

Sadly, as in any group, some have exploited the system and committed serious crimes and other misdeeds. Those
immigrants or refugees who commit crimes should face the appropriate criminal and civil penalties, including
deportation. At the same time, general enforcement of the immigration laws must be carried out in a humane
manner that does not target the hard-working and law-abiding; that does not permit the wanton and unnecessary
separation of families; and that does not rely on campaigns of fear that cripple whole communities.

As such, we do not support the sweeping revocation of the temporary protected status that was granted to many
migrants who arrived in this country to escape the horrors occurring in their own, and who have justifiably relied
upon the legal protections our government offered to them. Such persons should not be subject to the arbitrary
cancellation of their legal status and threatened with a sudden return to the troubled and dangerous nations from
which they fled. At the same time, while we support the right to peacefully protest and witness opposition to
political policies, we can never condone violence against immigration and law enforcement agents.

Before the complex questions of immigration, we maintain, without question, that our government has a duty to
secure our borders and ensure that those who wish to enter the United States do so lawfully. In union with our
brother Bishops across the United States, we have consistently urged our civil leaders to craft immigration laws that
respect our borders and create an orderly process for those who wish to enter our nation, while offering a measure
of forgiveness towards those who arrived here without legal status but who have proven their contributions and
loyalty to our country over a period of time.

These are all good points to ponder. However, most important to recall is the law of Christ set down in the Great
Commandments: To love God with all our hearts and to love our neighbor as ourselves. All other imperatives are
subject to this law of charity, and it is concerned neither with legal status nor country of origin. As individuals and as
a society, we are bound to follow this supreme command and to make all our actions consistent with it, to the best
of our abilities, even in difficult circumstances.

Returning to the example of Mother Cabrini, the Bishops of the United States have called on Catholics in all walks of
life to stand in solidarity with immigrants and refugees by signing The Cabrini Pledge, an Invitation to be Keepers of
Hope. We encourage New York Catholics to sign the pledge. By doing so, you will follow in the footsteps of our
beloved Mother Cabrini in acknowledging our duty to welcome, to protect, to promote, and to integrate immigrants
in accordance with the guidance proclaimed by Sacred Scripture and the Magisterium of the Church.

DECLARACION DE LOS OB ISPOS CATOLICOS DEL ESTADO DE NUEVA YORK
13 Noviembre de 2025 | Conmemoracién de Santa Francisca Javiera Cabrini

Levitico 19, 33-34

“Cuando un extranjero resida contigo en tu tierra, no lo molestards. El serd para
ustedes como uno de sus compatriotas y lo amards como a ti mismo, porque
ustedes fueron extranjeros en Egipto”.

En septiembre, se presenté oficialmente en la Catedral de San Patricio, en Manhattan, un impactante mural que representa
a inmigrantes del pasado y del presente. Entre la multitud de inmigrantes representados en el mural que hoy adorna las
paredes del nartex de nuestra venerable catedral metropolitana - hombres y mujeres anénimos que llegaron a esta tierra,
a menudo “cansados... pobres... [y] anhelando ser libres” - se encuentra una joven Santa Francisca Javiera Cabrini.

Madre Cabrini, una mujer consagrada al Sefior, fue una incansable defensora, protectora y educadora de los inmigrantes
recién llegados a Nueva York. Nacida en Italia, supero6 los prejuicios contra los italianos en su pais adoptivo, Estados Unidos,
y fundé, por gracia divina, numerosas instituciones benéficas y escuelas para acompafiar a quienes buscaban abrirse
camino en una tierra nueva.

Madre Cabrini nos recuerda el sostenido compromiso y cuidado que la Iglesia ha tenido por los inmigrantes, como lo ilustra
el propio mural - impactante en su magnitud - al transmitir una verdad indiscutible: Nueva York fue y sigue siendo una
tierra de inmigrantes, cuyas contribuciones han enriquecido, transformado y, en efecto, forjado nuestra sociedad.

Al contemplar este magnifico mural, en un momento en que nuestra nacién vuelve a reflexionar sobre las dificultades que
enfrentan los inmigrantes, recordamos que la caridad cristiana - vivida con tanta fuerza por la Madre Cabrini - nos exige
recibir al extranjero con hospitalidad y tratar a cada persona con respeto y dignidad.

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica lo expresa con claridad:

“Las naciones mds prosperas tienen el deber de acoger, en cuanto sea posible, al extranjero que busca la seguridad y los medios
de vida que no puede encontrar en su pais de origen. Las autoridades deben velar para que se respete el derecho natural que
coloca al huésped bajo la proteccidn de quienes lo reciben”.

“Las autoridades civiles, atendiendo al bien comtn de aquellos que tienen a su cargo, pueden subordinar el ejercicio del derecho
de inmigracion a diversas condiciones juridicas, especialmente en lo que concierne a los deberes de los emigrantes respecto al pais
de adopcidn. El inmigrante estd obligado a respetar con gratitud el patrimonio material y espiritual del pais que lo acoge, a
obedecer sus leyes y contribuir a sus cargas”. (n.° 2241)

El Papa Ledn XIV, como sus predecesores, ya ha ensefiado esta verdad y ha mostrado una atencién especial hacia los
migrantes y refugiados - no solo hacia quienes buscan una vida mejor en el extranjero, sino especialmente hacia quienes se
ven obligados a huir debido a la violencia y la opresién en sus propios paises. En su primera exhortacién apostélica, Dilexi
Te, proclamada el 4 de octubre de 2025, dia de San Francisco de Asis, escribié:
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“La Iglesia, como madre, camina con los que caminan. Donde el mundo ve una amenaza, ella ve hijos; donde se levantan muros,
ella construye puentes. Sabe que el anuncio del Evangelio sélo es creible cuando se traduce en gestos de cercania y de acogida; y
que en cada migrante rechazado, es Cristo mismo quien llama a las puertas de la comunidad”. (Seccién 75)

En los ultimos afios, muchos de estos inmigrantes y refugiados han llegado a Nueva York. Algunos han llegado desde paises
devastados por la guerra, como Ucrania y Afganistan; otros, provenientes de América Central o del Sur, han huido de la
pobreza, de gobiernos autoritarios y de los carteles de droga que hicieron peligrosa la vida en su pais de origen, tanto para
ellos como para sus familias. Algunos han sido reconocidos como refugiados o acogidos bajo proteccién temporal, mientras
que otros no cuentan con permiso legal para residir. La mayor parte de estos inmigrantes - nuestros vecinos, en su gran
mayoria - son personas de bien que llegaron a nuestras tierras en busca de una vida mejor.

Lamentablemente, como puede ocurrir con cualquier grupo humano, algunos han abusado del sistema y han cometido
delitos graves y otras faltas. Los inmigrantes o refugiados que cometen delitos deben enfrentar las sanciones penales 'y
civiles correspondientes, incluida la deportacién. Al mismo tiempo, la aplicaciéon general de las leyes migratorias debe
llevarse a cabo de manera humana, sin perseguir a quienes trabajan con esfuerzo y respetan la ley; sin permitir la
separacion arbitraria e innecesaria de las familias; y sin recurrir a campafias intimidatorias que paralizan a comunidades
enteras.

Por lo tanto, no apoyamos la revocacién masiva del régimen de protecciéon temporal otorgado a muchos migrantes que
llegaron a este pais huyendo de los horrores que ocurrian en el suyo, y que han confiado legitimamente en las garantias
legales que nuestro gobierno les ofrecid. Estas personas no deberian estar sujetas a la cancelacién arbitraria de su permiso
legal para residir ni ser amenazadas con tener que regresar repentinamente a los paises convulsionados y peligrosos de los
que huyeron. Al mismo tiempo, si bien apoyamos el derecho a manifestarse pacificamente y expresar oposicion a las
politicas publicas, nunca podemos justificar la violencia contra los agentes de inmigracion ni contra las fuerzas del orden.

Ante las complejas cuestiones migratorias, sostenemos sin reservas que el gobierno tiene el deber de proteger nuestras
fronteras y garantizar que quienes deseen ingresar a los Estados Unidos lo hagan conforme a la ley. En unién con nuestros
hermanos Obispos de los Estados Unidos, hemos instado con insistencia a los lideres civiles a elaborar leyes migratorias
que respeten nuestras fronteras y establezcan un proceso ordenado para quienes deseen ingresar al pais, al tiempo que
ofrezcan una medida de clemencia a quienes llegaron sin permiso legal pero han demostrado, con el tiempo, su aporte y
lealtad a esta nacion.

Son todas cuestiones importantes para tener en cuenta. Sin embargo, lo mas importante es recordar la ley de Cristo
expresada en los Grandes Mandamientos: Amaras al Sefior tu Dios con todo tu corazén y Amaras a tu préjimo como a ti
mismo. Todos los demas imperativos estan subordinados a esta ley de la caridad, que no se basa en la situacién migratoria
ni en el pais de procedencia. Como individuos y como sociedad, estamos llamados a cumplir este mandato supremoy a
orientar todas nuestras acciones conforme a él, en la medida de nuestras posibilidades, incluso en circunstancias dificiles.

Volviendo al ejemplo de la Madre Cabrini, los Obispos de los Estados Unidos han convocado a los catélicos de todos los
ambitos de la vida a solidarizarse con los inmigrantes y refugiados firmando el Compromiso Cabrini, una invitacién a ser
Custodios de la Esperanza. Animamos a los catélicos de Nueva York a firmar el compromiso. Al hacerlo, seguimos los pasos
de nuestra querida Madre Cabrini, reconociendo - como ella lo hizo - nuestro deber de acoger, proteger, promover e
integrar a los inmigrantes, conforme a las ensefianzas de la Sagrada Escritura y el Magisterio de la Iglesia.

a si mismo, si él es el Mesias de Dios, el elegido.
También los soldados se burlaban de Jesis, y
acercandose a él, le ofrecian vinagre y le decian: Si tu
eres el rey de los judios, salvate a ti mismo. Habia, en
efecto, sobre la cruz, un letrero en griego, latin y
hebreo, que decia: Este es el rey de los judios. Uno de
los malhechores crucificados insultaba Jesus,
diciéndole: Si tu eres el Mesias, salvate a ti mismo y a
nosotros. Pero el otro le reclamaba, indignado: Ni
siquiera temes tu a Dios estando en el mismo suplicio?
Nosotros justamente recibimos el pago de lo que
hicimos. Pero éste ningun mal ha hecho. Y le decia a
Jests: Seiior, cuando llegues a tu Reino, acuérdate de
mi. Jesus le respondio: Yo te aseguro que hoy estaras
conmigo en el paraiso.

Termina el afio litiirgico, el ciclo del evangelio de Lucas,
y la Iglesia lo dedica a Jesucristo, ya que en El
convergen todas las causas justas del mundo. Es una
fiesta en si reciente, pero que poco a poco ha ido
perfilindose como lo mas adecuado para cerrar el
tiempo liturgico de la Iglesia. Por encima de las
catastrofes y de la destruccion, aparece en el horizonte
nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, un rey sin poder, sin reino.
Jests, en este momento nuevo de nacionalismos,
pretende que todos los hombres sean hermanos, que los
pueblos no tengan fronteras. Su reinado solamente se
puede celebrar y entender desde la solidaridad mas
universal.

En la confrontacion con Pilatos fue el propio Jests
quien dejo claro que su reino no era de este mundo. Los
discipulos y el pueblo esperaban que su reino fuera
como uno mas de este mundo. Los discipulos luchaban
por ocupar un lugar privilegiado en su reino. Resulta
curioso que sélo el buen ladron, el que compartio la
crucifixion con Jesus, creyd en la realeza de Jesus
crucificado y solicité que le concediera un puesto en su
reino.

La lectura se ambienta en Hebrén, donde segun la
tradicion, se conservan las tumbas de los Patriarcas del
pueblo de la Alianza. Los del sur, a cuya tribu de Juda
pertenecia David, ya lo habia proclamado rey. Ahora
vienen las tribus del norte, las de Israel, para pedirle
que lo quieren también como rey. David tenia fama de
buen defensor y sobre él se tejera la leyenda sagrada de
rey justo y capaz de alcanzar la unidad. El conquista la
paz; aunque, logicamente, la paz de David es una paz
efimera, lo mismo que la solidaridad entre las tribus,
entre el norte y el sur, se resiente de muchos defectos.
Pero es el primer apunte de una teologia de pacificacion
y solidaridad que solamente se encontrara con Jesus de
Nazaret.

Colosenses 1:12

La reflexion catdlica sobre la segunda lectura, de la carta
de San Pablo a los Colosenses 1:12-20, destaca
la supremacia de Cristo como creador y redentor, quien
reconcilia a toda la creacion con Dios a través de su
sacrificio en la cruz. Se enfatiza que los creyentes
debemos dar gracias a Dios por ser rescatados de la
oscuridad y trasladados al reino de su Hijo,
compartiendo asi la herencia en la luz.
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NOSSO SENHOR JESUS CRISTO REI
DO UNIVERSO

EVANGEL CAS 23, 35-43
Naquele tempo, os chefes dos judeus zombavam de
Jesus, dizendo: Salvou os outros: salve-Se a Si mesmo,
se ¢ 0 Messias de Deus, o Eleito”. Também os soldados
trocavam d’Ele; aproximando-se para Lhe oferecerem
vinagre, diziam: “Se és o Rei dos judeus, salva-Te a Ti
mesmo”. Por cima d’Ele havia um letreiro: Este é o Rei
dos judeus. Entretanto, um dos malfeitores que tinham
sido crucificados insultava-O, dizendo: “Nao és Tu o
Messias? Salva-Te a Ti mesmo e a n6s também”. Mas o
outro, tomando a palavra, repreendeu-o: “Nio temes a
Deus, tu que sofres 0 mesmo suplicio? Quanto a nos,
fez-se justica, pois recebemos o castigo das nossas mas
acoes. Mas Ele nada praticou de condenavel”. E
acrescentou: “Jesus, lembra-Te de Mim, quando vieres
com a tua realeza”. Jesus respondeu-lhe: “Em verdade
te digo: Hoje estaras comigo no Paraiso”.

A “Festa de Cristo Rei” foi instituida pelo Papa Pio XI,
a 11 de dezembro de 1925, através da Carta Enciclica
“Quas Primas”. Celebrada inicialmente no ultimo
domingo de outubro, esta festa acabou mais tarde por
fixar-se no ultimo domingo do ano litirgico. Os
israelitas vimos, na primeira leitura, estavam a espera
de um grande rei, dominando sobre todos os povos.
Tinham a esperanca de que o seu reino deveria ser
eterno e universal. No evangelho de hoje nos ¢é
apresentada a resposta de Deus a estas expectativas.
Que estranha realeza é esta de Jesus! E exatamente o
contrario daquela que os homens estio acostumados.

Este soberano, que reina do alto de uma cruz, nos
perturba, porque exige uma mudanca radical nos
caminhos da nossa vida. Exige, por exemplo, que
oferecamos o perddo sem condicoes a quem nos
prejudica.

A primeira leitura recorda-nos o momento em que David
foi ungido como rei de todo o Israel. Com David iniciou-
se uma ¢poca de felicidade e de abundancia que ficou na
memoria de todo o Povo de Deus. O reinado de David
tornou-se simbolo e antincio de um tempo novo, de uma
era de justica, de bem-aventurancga e de paz sem fim. O
Povo de Deus vivia dessa esperanga ¢ aguardava
ansiosamente a sua concretizagao.

Na segunda leitura, da carta de Sdo Paulo aos Colossenses,
Paulo apresenta-nos um hino que celebra a grandeza
universal de  Cristo, aquele que tem a soberania
sobre toda a criagdo e que ¢ a cabeca da Igreja.
