EVANGELIO DE SAN MATEO 2, 13-15.19-23
Después de que los magos partieron de Belén, el angel
del Seiior se le apareciéo en suefios a José y le dijo:
"Levantate, toma al nifio y a su Madre, y huye a Egipto.
Quédate alla hasta que yo te avise, porque Herodes va
a buscar al nifio para matarlo". José se levanto y esa
misma noche tomo al nifio y a su Madre y partio para
Egipto, donde permanecio hasta la muerte de Herodes.
Asi se cumplio lo que dijo el Sefior por medio del
profeta: ‘De Egipto llamé a mi Hijo’. Después de
muerto Herodes, el angel del Sefior se le aparecié en
suefios a José y le dijo: ""Levantate, toma al nifio y a su
Madre y regresa a la tierra de Israel, porque ya
murieron los que intentaban quitarle la vida al nifio".
Se levanto José, tomo al nifio y a su Madre y regreso a
tierra de Israel. Pero, habiendo oido decir que
Arquelao reinaba en Judea en lugar de su padre,
Herodes, tuvo miedo de ir alla, y advertido en sueiios,
se retir6 a Galilea y se fue a vivir en una poblacion
llamada Nazaret. Asi se cumplio lo que habian dicho los
profetas: ‘Se le llamara nazareno’.

El Evangelio narra la huida de la Sagrada Familia a
Egipto, motivada por un suefio de José, alertado por un
angel de que Herodes queria matar al nifio Jesus; la
reflexion se centra en laobediencia a Dios,
la proteccion  divinaen medio del peligro,
la importancia de la familia como refugio y escuela de

fe (incluso en la migracion/exilio), y el cumplimiento
profético de que Jesus, como el pueblo de Israel, es
llamado "de Egipto". El Evangelio de hoy se complace
en presentarnos reiteradamente la obediencia y la
disponibilidad de José a la voluntad de Dios, expresada
a través del mensaje del angel. José, como padre y
esposo, era también el guardian y protector de la
Virgen Madre y del Nifio Jesis. ;Qué inmensos tesoros
quiso confiar Dios a la humildad y a la sencillez de este
gran hombre! Y por ello supo ser también digna cabeza
de esta Sagrada Familia. Todos los padres y esposos
cristianos deberian esforzarse sinceramente por imitar
a este “varon justo” — como llama el Evangelio.

“Jesus mismo tuvo que ser protegido. Tenia un protector
en la tierra: san José. Tenia una familia humana, la
Sagrada Familia de Nazaret. Asi nos recuerda la
importancia de proteger a nuestras familias, y las
Sfamilias mds amplias como son la Iglesia, familia de
Dios, y el mundo, nuestra familia humana.
Lamentablemente, en nuestros dias, la familia con
demasiada frecuencia necesita ser protegida de los
ataques y programas insidiosos, contrarios a todo lo que
consideramos verdadero y sagrado, a lo mds hermoso y
noble de nuestra cultura.» (Homilia del Papa Francisco,
18 de enero de 2015)”.

comparandolo con el derretimiento del hielo. La clave
esta en la piedad filial: ser indulgente y no avergonzar
a los padres, incluso si fallan, ya que esta devocién no
se olvida y se recompensa divinamente, ofreciendo
una perspectiva de sabiduria y gratitud en las
relaciones familiares y hacia Dios, contrastando con la
terquedad y la ofensa.

EVANGELIO DE SAN MATEO 2, 13-15.19-23
Depois de os Magos partirem, o Anjo do Senhor
apareceu em sonhos a José e disse-lhe: «Levanta-te,
toma o Menino e sua Mae e foge para o Egito e fica la
até que eu te diga, pois Herodes vai procurar o Menino
para O matar». José levantou-se de noite, tomou o
Menino e sua Mae e partiu para o Egito e ficou 14 até a
morte de Herodes. Assim se cumpriu o que o Senhor
anunciara pelo Profeta: «Do Egito chamei o meu filho».
Quando Herodes morreu, o0 Anjo apareceu em sonhos
a José, no Egito, e disse-lhe: «Levanta-te, toma o
Menino e sua Mie e vai para a terra de Israel, pois
aqueles que atentavam contra a vida do Menino ja
morreramy. José levantou-se, tomou o Menino e sua
Miae e voltou para a terra de Israel. Mas, quando ouviu
dizer que Arquelau reinava na Judeia, em lugar de seu
pai, Herodes, teve receio de ir para la. E, avisado em
sonhos, retirou-se para a regiao da Galileia e foi morar
numa cidade chamada Nazaré. Assim se cumpriu o que
fora anunciado pelos Profetas: «Ha de chamar-Se
Nazareno».

O Evangelho da festa liturgica da Sagrada Familia traz
duas passagens do relato da infincia de Jesus segundo
S. Mateus: a fuga para o Egito, por culpa de Herodes,
e o regresso da Sagrada Familia a terra de Israel, a
Nazaré. Mateus tem interesse em demonstrar que,
tanto os acontecimentos dramaticos da vida oculta de
Jesus, como os mais normais e comuns, ocorreram
segundo as Escrituras. Tinham, portanto, um sentido
profundo previsto pela Providéncia divina. Com efeito,
se 0 povo de Israel teve que fugir da ameaca do Egito,
como narra o livro do Exodo, agora o Egito sera, por
um contraste feliz, o lugar de refligio para o Messias.
Dali, Deus ia chama-lo como filho, para que voltasse a
terra de Israel para salvar o seu povo e os gentios. As
indicacoes divinas e as decisoes tomadas de acordo com
as circunstancias, levarao Maria e José a instalar-se em
Nazaré, onde Jesus passara a maior parte da sua vida.
A Sagrada Familia e em especial S. José aparecem neste
Evangelho, portanto, como um modelo entranhavel de
aceitacio da vontade divina e de esforco por
compreendé-la e colaborar com ela. Gracas as decisdes
de Maria e José, o Filho de Deus cumprira a vontade
divina de viver numa familia comum, levar uma vida
normal.
