FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT

On this Fourth Sunday of Lent, we hear the parable of
the “prodigal son.” The Parable of the Prodigal Son
(Luke 15:11-32) is a powerful story of grace,
repentance, and unconditional love. The younger son
represents those who stray, seeking fulfillment in
worldly pleasures, only to find emptiness. When he
returns home in desperation, his father—symbolizing
God—welcomes him with open arms, showing
boundless mercy.

The older brother’s resentment highlights the danger
of self-righteousness, reminding us that God’s grace
is not earned but freely given. This parable challenges
us to trust in God’s forgiveness and rejoice in
redemption, whether we see ourselves as the lost son
or the one who struggles to forgive.

Naquele tempo, os publicanos e os pecadores
aproximavam-se todos de Jesus, para o ouvirem.

Comamos e festejemos,
porque este meu filho estava morto e voltou a vida,
estava perdido e foi reencontrado. E comecou a festa.
Ora, o filho mais velho estava no campo. Quando
regressou, a0 aproximar-se da casa, ouviu a musica
e as dan¢as. Chamou um dos servos e perguntou-lhe
o que era aquilo. O servo respondeu-lhe: O teu irmao
voltou e teu pai mandou matar o vitelo gordo, porque
ele chegou sio e salvo. Ele ficou ressentido e nao
queria entrar. Entio o pai veio aca fora instar com

ele. Mas ele respondeu ao pai: Ha tantos anos que eu
te sirvo, sem nunca transgredir uma ordem tua, e
nunca me deste um cabrito para fazer uma festa com
os meus amigos. E agora, quando chegou esse teu
filho, que consumiu os teus bens com mulheres de ma
vida, mataste o vitelo gordo. Disse-lhe o pai: Filho, tu
estas sempre comigo e tudo o que é meu é teu. Mas
tinhamos de fazer uma festa e alegrar-nos, porque
este teu irmao estava morto e voltou a vida, estava
perdido e foi reencontrado.

Estamos diante da mais sublime de todas as
parabolas do Evangelho. E conhecida como a
parabola do filho prédigo. A primeira leitura
prepara a mensagem contida no Evangelho. O povo
de Israel nio chegou sozinho a terra da liberdade,
nio se salvou por suas proprias forcas, mas foi
conduzido por Deus. Também o filho mais novo, de
quem nos fala a parabola, nao chegou a casa do pai
sozinho, mas foi conduzido pelo amor gratuito e sem
limites do pai. Em que aspecto, como e por que somos
nés semelhantes a um dos dois filhos? Em cada um
de n6s ha um pouco das caracteristicas do filho
menor e do filho mais velho. Podemos fazer esta
constatacdo nos mesmos, pois muitas vezes 0s nossos
julgamentos nio coincidem com os de Deus.
