“As the first day of the week was dawning, Mary Magdalene and the other Mary came to see
the tomb. And behold, there was a great earthquake; for an angel of the Lord descended from
heaven, approached, rolled back the stone, and sat upon it. His appearance was like lightning,
and his clothing was white as snow. The guards were shaken with fear of him and became like
dead men. Then the angel said to the women in reply, ‘Do not be afraid. | know that you are
seeking Jesus the crucified. He is not here, for He has been raised, just as He said.”” (Gospel
according to Matthew 28:1-6) :

Not many of us have had such dramatic angelic appearances in our personal history. But some
of us experience our faith lives like the guards at the tomb who become “dead men”. Others
of us (hopefully most) are like the faithful women who arrive at the tomb trembling; yet they
depart filled with wonder and awe, that Christ on the Cross is now the Risen Lord and Savior.
The Resurrected Jesus brings light and love to dispel the fear of darkness and death. Through
the Eucharist, the Scriptures and the community of believers in our beloved Corpus Christi, we
truly become together the Body of Christ.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Happy Easter to you and your families in this Jubilee Year of Hope!
Our celebration of Easter rekindles our hope each year.

The Tomb is empty! Jesus is Risen!

A wealthy man and a member of the Sanhedrin, St. Joseph of Arimathea is one of those Gospel
characters with a very brief but very important role.

In John 19:38-42, we see that after Jesus’ Crucifixion, Joseph of Arimathea asks Pilate for permission
to take away Our Lord’s Body. This was a bold and courageous act of faith from a man “seeking the
Kingdom of God.” (Mark 15:43)

Joseph and Nicodemus together place our Lord’s Body reverently in linen cloths prepared with myrrh,
aloes and spices: “Now in the place where he was crucified there was a garden a new tomb where no
one had ever been laid. So because of the Jewish day of Preparation, as the tomb was close at hand,
they laid Jesus there.”

In his commentary on the Gospel of Matthew, Fr. Simeon Leiva-Merikakis gives tribute to Joseph of
Arimathea. He writes: “And how can we fail to do homage to Joseph of Arimathea? In performing a
very humane corporal work of mercy by seeking out and burying the corpse of his beloved Teacher,
Joseph becomes for all time a living icon of the eternal Father himself, stooping with compassion to
enfold within his throbbing breast the mangled body of his beloved, Son, whom he himself handed
over to sinners out of love for mankind. At long last, the Son of God on earth has fallen into the hands,
not of a sinner, but of a just and compassionate man! Joseph of Arimathea enacts the justice and love
of God himself.”"

As we celebrate Easter Sunday, the Easter Octave, Divine Mercy Sunday and the Easter Season, let us
remember and ask the intercession of the great Joseph of Arimathea who prepared the Tomb of Christ
and the Body of Christ with such sensitive care and compassion, such faith, courage and reverence.
The Tomb is Empty! He is Risen!

DOMINGO DE PASCUA

EVANGELIO DE SAN JUAN 20, 1-9

El primer dia después del sabado, estado todavia
oscuro, fue Maria Magdalena al sepulcro y vio
removida la piedra que lo cerraba. Eché a correr,
lleg6 a la casa donde estaban Simén Pedro y el otro
discipulo, a quien Jesiis amaba, y les dijo: Se han
llevado del sepulcro al Sefior y no sabemos donde lo
habran puesto. Salieron Pedro y el otro discipulo
camino del sepulcro. Los dos iban corriendo juntos,
pero el otro discipulo corrié mas aprisa que Pedro y
llegé primero al sepulcro, e inclinandose, miré los
lienzos puestos en el suelo pero no entré. En eso llegé
también Simon Pedro, que lo venia siguiendo, y entré
en el sepulcro. Contempl6 los lienzos puestos en el
suelo y el sudario, que habia estado sobre la cabeza
de Jesus, puesto no con los lienzos en el suelo, sino
doblado en sitio aparte. Entonces entr6 también el
otro discipulo, el que habia llegado primero al
sepulcro, y vio y creyd, porque hasta entonces no
habian entendido las Escrituras, segiin las cuales
Jesus debia resucitar de entre los muertos.

Feliz Pascua de Resurreccicn

El texto de Juan que todos los afios se proclama en
este dia de la Pascua, nos propone acompaiiar a
Maria Magdalena al sepulcro, que es todo un
simbolo de la muerte y de su silencio humano; nos
insiniia el asombro y la perplejidad de que el Sefior
no esta en el sepulcro; no puede estar alli quien ha
entregado la vida para siempre. En el sepulcro no
hay vida, y Kl se habia presentado como la

resurreccion y la vida. Maria Magdalena descubre la
resurreccion, pero no la puede interpretar todavia.
Creer en la resurreccion, es creer en el Dios de la
vida. Y no solamente eso, es creer también en
nosotros mismo y en la verdadera posibilidad que
tenemos de ser algo en Dios. El deseo ardiente de
vivir siempre tiene en la resurreccion de Jesis la
respuesta adecuada por parte de Dios. La muerte ha
sido vencida, esta consumada, ha sido transformada
en vida por medio del Dios que Jestis defendié hasta
la muerte.

La primera lectura de este domingo es de Hechos de
los Apéstoles 10, 34.37-42. Esta lectura corresponde
al discurso de Pedro ante la familia de Cornelio, una
familia pagana, simpatizantes del judaismo. Su
conversion, viene a ser los primeros paganos a
recibir el bautismo. Con este discurso Pedro expone
ante esta familia pagana la novedad del camino que
los cristianos han emprendido después de la
resurreccion. El texto de la lectura es una
recapitulacion de la vida de Jesus y de la primitiva
comunidad con él. El discurso tiene su eje en el
anuncio pascual: muerte y resurreccion del Sefior.

"Si habéis pues resucitado con Cristo,
buscad las cosas de arriba, donde

estd el Cristo sentado a la diestra de

Dios. "

Colosenses 3:l

La Segunda lectura es un texto bautismal. Quiere
decir que ha nacido en o para la liturgia bautismal,
cuando los primeros catecimenos recibian su
bautismo en nombre de Cristo. El texto saca las
consecuencias que para los cristianos tiene el creer y
acetar el misterio pascual: pasar de la muerte a la
vida, del mundo de abajo al mundo de arriba.

DOMINGO DA RESSURREICAQ

EVANGELHO DE SAO JOAO 20, 1- 9

No primeiro dia da semana, Maria Madalena foi de
manhizinha, ainda escuro, ao sepulcro e viu a pedra
retirada do sepulcro. Correu entdo e foi ter com
Simao Pedro e com o outro discipulo que Jesus
amava e disse-lhes: Levaram o Senhor do sepulcro e
nio sabemos onde o puseram. Pedro partiu com o
outro discipulo e foram ambos ao sepulcro. Corriam
os dois juntos, mas o outro discipulo antecipou-se,
correndo mais depressa do que Pedro e chegou
primeiro ao sepulcro. Debrucando-se, viu as
ligaduras no chio, mas niao entrou. Entretanto,
chegou também Simao Pedro que o seguira. Entrou
no sepulcro e viu as ligaduras no chao e o sudario que
tinha estado sobre a cabeca de Jesus, ndo com as
ligaduras, mas enrolado a parte. Entrou também o
outro discipulo que chegara primeiro ao sepulcro:
viu e acreditou. Na verdade, ainda nao tinham
entendido a Escritura, segundo a qual Jesus devia
ressuscitar dos mortos.

A liturgia deste domlngo celebra a ressurrelcao de
Jesus. Proclama a vitéria da Vida sobre a morte, do
Amor sobre o 6dio, do Bem sobre o mal, da Verdade
sobre a mentira, da Luz sobre as trevas. Jesus tinha
sido crucificado na manha de sexta-feira, por volta
das nove horas e tinha morrido na cruz por volta das
trés horas da tarde desse mesmo dia. No final da
tarde, o seu corpo morto tinha sido descido da cruz e
depositado, a pressa, num timulo novo, situado num
horto, perto do lugar da crucificacio. Como era

habitual, na tradicido judaica, uma pedra redonda
tinha sido rolada para tapar a entrada do sepulcro.
Os rituais fiinebres niao tinham sido observados em
pormenor, uma vez que nesse dia , ao por do sol,
comecava o sabado e também a celebracao da Pascoa
judaica. Os que sepultaram Jesus precisavam de se
afastar do corpo morto para nao ficarem impuros e
serem ritualmente impedidos de celebrar a Pascoa.
Passado o dia festivo da Pascoa, o primeiro dia da
semana, Maria Madalena — uma das mulheres que
tinha seguido Jesus desde a Galileia até Jerusalém e
que tinha estado junto da cruz de Jesus até a sua
morte — dirigiu-se ao timulo. Presumivelmente
levava perfumes para ungir o corpo morto de Jesus.
Entram em cena dois discipulos. Um deles, Simao
Pedro e o outro nio tem nome. Afirma-se, em gral,
que se trata do evangelista Jodo. Pedro aparece
vencido, tanto na corrida material como na
espiritual: o discipulo que Jesus amava comeca a
acreditar, ao passo que Pedro, mesmo vendo as
mesmas coisas, limita-se a constatar, mas nao chega
a fé na ressurreicdo. A atitude dos dois discipulos
dlante do sepulcro vazio se repete em nossos dias.

A primeira leitura deste domingo é extraida de um
dos discursos de Pedro. Falando ele a um grupo de
pagios, resume, em poucas palavras, a mensagem
cristi. Inicialmente evoca os momentos principais da
vida de Jesus. Em seguida relata o que os homens
fizeram a esse enviado de Deus: mataram-no,
pregando-o na cruz. Diante dessa maldade humana,
qual foi a reacio de Deus? Ele — afirma Pedro — nao
podia abandonar o seu Servo fiel nas garras da
morte. Por isso o ressuscitou. Por fim Pedro fala da
missao dos discipulos: eles sio testemunhas destes
fatos.
