A continuacion del lavado de los pies, Juan pone
tres discursos de despedida de Jests a sus
apostoles. Estos, que convivieron con ¢l durante
varios meses, deben dar ahora un paso para
descubrir otra manera de convivir con Jesus
resucitado y presente, pero invisible. Hoy leemos el
primero de estos discursos. Al ir Jesus donde el
Padre, no realiza una hazafa individual, sino que
nos abre el camino a nuestra Casa, la cual no se
sitia muy arriba de nosotros, sino en Dios. Yo

soy el camino, dice Jesus, en mi veran al Padre.
Cristo nos hace entrar a la familia divina. No
hablemos, pues, de acercarnos a Dios, como si
estuviera lejos de nosotros. Dios esta siempre con
nosotros. Esta lectura nos prepara para celebrar la
venida del Espiritu Santo en Pentecostés. Los
primeros cristianos creian que el regreso de Jesus,
la Parusia, era inminente.

Juan, que escribe su Evangelio en los afios 90s, lo
explica de un modo diferente: Cristo, quien es el
camino, la verdad, y la vida, regresara a ellos a
través del Espiritu Santo. Para Juan, ésta es la
Parusia que cuenta. Debido a esta certeza de que
Cristo esta con ellos, los discipulos no necesitan
preocuparse o afanarse por nada. Jesus insiste en
la necesidad de la fe asegurandoles que se va para
prepararles un lugar y que regresara por ellos. ;No
hay nada que temer!

La primera lectura de Hechos 6:1-7 narra la
eleccion de los primeros siete didconos para
gestionar la ayuda social a las viudas, resolviendo
conflictos internos y permitiendo a los apdstoles
enfocarse en la oracion y la ensefianza. Este
pasaje destaca la importancia de la organizacion,
la sabiduria y la atencion a las necesidades
practicas sin descuidar el ministerio espiritual.

Evangelho de Sao Joao 14, 1-12
Nagquele tempo, disse Jesus aos seus discipulos: «Nao
se perturbe o vosso coragdo. Se acreditais em Deus,
acreditai também em Mim. Em casa de meu Pai ha
muitas moradas; se assim ndo fosse, Eu vo-lo teria
dito. Vou preparar vos um lugar e virei novamente
para vos levar comigo, para que, onde Eu estou,
estejais vos também. Para onde Eu vou, conheceis o
caminhoy». Disse Lhe Tomé: «Senhor, ndo sabemos
para onde vais: como podemos conhecer o caminho?»
Respondeu lhe Jesus: «Eu sou o caminho, a verdade e
a vida. Ninguém vai ao Pai sendo por Mim. Se Me
conhecésseis, conhecerieis também o meu Pai. Mas
desde agora ja O conheceis e ja O vistes». Disse Lhe
Filipe: «Senhor, mostra nos o Pai e isto nos bastay.
Respondeu lhe Jesus: «H4 tanto tempo que estou
convosco ¢ ndo Me conheces, Filipe? Quem Me V¢,
v€ o Pai. Como podes tu dizer: ‘Mostra nos o Pai’?
Nao acreditas que Eu estou no Pai e o Pai estd em
Mim? As palavras que Eu vos digo, ndo as digo por
Mim proprio; mas ¢ o Pai, permanecendo em Mim,
que faz as obras. Acreditai Me: Eu estou no Pai e o
Pai estd em Mim; acreditai ao menos pelas minhas
obras. Em verdade, em verdade vos digo:
quem acredita em Mim fard também as obras que Eu
faco e fard ainda maiores que estas, porque Eu vou
para o Pai».

Pouco depois de ter lavado os pés aos discipulos na
Ultima Ceia, Jesus avisou-os que estava a chegar ao
fim a sua permanéncia junto deles e que um deles ia
entregd-1’0O nas maos das autoridades judaicas. O
cendrio da “partida” de Jesus comegava a ganhar
contornos bem reais. Os discipulos, talvez sem
compreenderem ainda o alcance de tudo aquilo, ficam
inquietos e preocupados. Sentem que ndao podem
perder Jesus. Se o Mestre que os chamou e que eles
seguem ha tanto tempo lhes for “roubado”, que lhes
restard? Jesus comega por acalma-los e conforté-los.
Talvez tudo o que vai acontecer seja doloroso para os
discipulos; mas eles devem confiar
incondicionalmente em Jesus e nas opcdes que Ele
fez. Para inspirar-lhes confianca, lembra-lhes a
ligagdo que tem com o Pai: se Ele vive em comunhdo
com o Pai e se cumpre o projeto do Pai, de certeza que
o Pai ndo permitira que a maldade dos homens O
venga. Na verdade, Jesus prepara-se para ir ao
encontro do Pai, através da cruz. Tal “viagem” ¢
necessaria para “preparar um lugar” para os
discipulos. E o final da missdo que o Pai confiou a
Jesus. Os discipulos, uma vez que aderiram ao projeto
de vida que Jesus lhes apresentou, também estdo
destinados a estar com Deus, a integrar a familia de
Deus, a viver na “casa” do Pai. Jesus, no que lhe diz
respeito, nunca prescindird dos seus: ¢ Seu desejo que
os discipulos estejam sempre com Ele; por isso, vira
busca-los. Ele, simplesmente, vai a frente porque a
Sua missdo ¢ mostrar-lhes o caminho.

A primeira leitura, dos Atos dos Apobstolos 6:1-
7 relata a instituicdo dos primeiros sete didconos para
resolver uma queixa dos cristdos de fala grega sobre a
negligéncia de suas viuvas na distribui¢do diaria. Os
apostolos, focados na oragdo e pregacdo, pediram a
escolha de homens cheios do Espirito Santo para
servir as mesas, resultando.
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
