Pastor’s Notes

This weekend of 14/15 August, we honor the Blessed Virgin Mother in her Assumption
at all Masses throughout the Catholic world. Mary, who never experienced bodily
death, embraces us all as Her precious children; especially when we struggle and suffer
in the realization of our own mortality. Here at Corpus Christi, we will be concluding
every Mass with a brief time of Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament on the Altar,
followed by Benediction with the Eucharist. During the recessional hymn, we invite all
our parishioners to form a processional line in the center aisle, to venerate in your own
manner, the simple manger scene of Jesus, Mary and Joseph.

Also this weekend we will be honoring a young man and a young woman who will
receive our second annual Catholic high school scholarship ($5,000) and second annual
college scholarship (56,000). We are so grateful to all the students who applied and
interviewed with Deacon Brian and our brilliant academic committee. All the young
scholars are certainly worthy. | was a bit disappointed that no one applied for our first
Catholic middle school scholarship ($4,000). So we will try and promote all three for
next year. The money for these scholarships comes not from any parish collections; but
comes from income through our investment portfolio, funded by the property sale of
our school/convent. May all of our young people grow constantly in their love for our
Catholic faith and teachings.

This weekend also ends the general dispensation from Bishop Barres regarding the
obligation of Sunday Mass attendance. Originally we were planning to terminate our
online virtual Mass at this time. But because of the unfortunate increase in covid-19
delta cases, we now will continue video-taping the Saturday 5pm Mass for online
viewing. As much as we want everyone back to celebrate the real presence of Christ in
the Eucharist; we understand some people are still reluctant for many reasons. The
Catholic Church clearly wants all of us to be fully vaccinated. But we will not ban “un-
vaxed” persons from services. We leave it to your good conscience whether to “mask-
up” or not inside church. But it would be a good sign of respect for the health of one
another, if we all wore masks at Holy Communion time, as we already do as priests.

ASUNCION DE LA
BIENAVENTURADA VIRGEN MARIA

EVANGELIO SEGUN SAN LUCAS 1, 39-56
En aquellos dias, Maria se encaminé presurosa a
un pueblo de las montanas de Judea, y entrando en
la casa de Zacarias, saludé a Isabel. En cuanto ésta
0yo0 el saludo de Maria, la criatura salté en su seno.
Entonces Isabel quedo llena del Espiritu Santo, y
levantando la voz, exclamo6: “Bendita tu entre las
mujeres y bendito el fruto de tu vientre! Quién soy
yo para que la madre de mi Sefior venga a verme?
Apenas llego tu saludo a mis oidos, el nifio salto de
gozo en mi seno. Dichosa tu, que has creido, porque
se cumplira cuanto te fue anunciado de parte del
Serior”. Entonces dijo Maria: “Mi alma glorifica al
Serior y mi espiritu se llena de jubilo en Dios, mi
salvador porque puso sus ojos en la humildad de su
esclava. Desde ahora me llamardn dichosa todas las
generaciones, porque ha hecho en mi grandes cosas
el que todo lo puede. Santo es su nombre y su
misericordia llega de generacion en generacion a los
que lo temen. Ha hecho sentir el poder de su brazo:
disperso a los de corazon altanero, destrono a los
potentados y exalto a los humildes. A los
hambrientos los colmo de bienes y a los ricos los
despidio sin nada. Acorddndose de su misericordia,
vino en ayuda de Israel, su siervo, como lo habia
promemtido a nuestros padres, a Abraham y a su
descendencia para siempre”. Maria permanecio
con Isabel unos tres meses, y luego regreso a su
casa.

La Escritura no da detalles sobres los ultimos afios
de Maria sobre la gierra desde Pentecostés hasta la
Asuncion. Solo sabemos que la Virgen fue confiada
por Jesus a San Juan. Muchos tedlogos piensan
que la Virgen murio para asemejarse mas a Jesus,
pero otros sostienen que ocurrio el “Transito de
Maria” o Dormicion, que se celebran en Oriente
desde los primeiros siglos. El Catecismo de la
Iglesia Cat]olica dice: “La Asuncion de la Santima
Virgen constituye una participacion singular en la
Resurreccion de su Hijo y una antecipacion de la
resurrecion de los demds cristianos”. Durante
muchos siglos la fiesta de la Asuncion se celebro en
la Iglesia Catolica sin ninguna definicion formal de
la doctrina. Pero que Maria fue asunta en cuerpo
y alma a la gloria celestial, se convertio en una
ensefiza oficial de la Iglesia Catolica en 1950,
cuando el Papa Pio XII declaro la Asuncion de la
Virgen como dogma de fe.

En la Primera Lectura el libro del Apocalisis del
apostol San Juan habla de una sefial en el cielo, una
vision de una mujer envuelta por el sol, con la luna
bajo sus pies y con una corona de doce estrelas en
la cabeza. Estaba encinta y a punto de dar a luzy
gemia con los dolores del parto. Pero aparecio
también en el cielo otra figura: un enorme dragon,
color de fuego que se detuvo delante de la mujer
que iba a dar a luz, para devorar a su hijo, en
cuanto éste naciera. Esa mujer es la sefial de la
Iglesia de Dios perseguida y la sefial de la Virgen
Santisima. Maria es la nueva Arca de la alianza, la
mujer vestida de sol. El Livro del Apcocalipsis fue
escrito durante las persecuciones que sufria la
Iglesia al inicio. Esas visiones revelan que Dios
arranca sus fieles de todas las formas de muerte.

Naqueles dias, Maria po-se a caminho e dirigiu-se
apressadamente para a montanha em direccio a
uma cidade de Juda. Entrou em casa de Zacarias
e saudou Isabel. Quando Isabel ouviu a saudacao
de Maria, o menino exultou-lhe no seio. Isabel
ficou cheia do Espirito Santo e exclamou em alta

0z: “Bendita és tu entre as mulheres e bendito é o
fruto do teu ventre. Donde me é dado que venha ter
comigo a Mae do meu Senhor? Na verdade, logo que
chegou aos meus ouvidos a voz da tua saudacgao, o
menino exultou de alegria no meu seio. Bem-
aventurada aquela que acreditou no cumprimento
de tudo quanto lhe foi dito da parte do Senhor”.
Maria disse entdo: “A minha alma glorifica o
Senhor e o meu espirito se alegra em Deus, meu
Salvador, porque pos os olhos na humildade da sua
serva: de hoje em diante me chamardio bem-
aventurada todas as geragoes. O Todo-Poderoso fez
em mim maravilhas: Santo é o seu nome. A sua
misericordia se estende de geragdo em geracdo sobre
aqueles que O temem. Manifestou o poder do seu
brago e exaltou os humildes. Aos famintos encheu
de bens e aos ricos despediu de mdos vazias. Acolheu
a Israel, seu servo, lembrado da sua misericordia,
como tinha prometido a nossos pais, a Abrado e a
sua descendéncia para sempre”. Maria ficou junto
de Isabel cerca de trés meses e depois regressou a
sua casa.

A solenidade da Assuncdo de Nossa Senhora ao
Céu faz parte das verdades que a Igreja cré a
respeito de Maria, Mae de Jesus Cristo. Depois de
sua morte, ela foi elevada a gloria dos céus em
corpo e alma, onde participa, desde logo, da gloria
da ressurrei¢io da carne. Para Maria ja se realizou
aquilo que os demais falecidos ainda esperam,
como uma promessa, a ser realizada no Dia do
Senhor, ou seja, no futuro que depende apenas de
Deus. A Assunciao de Maria ao céu aconteceu por
pura graca e benevoléncia de Deus. Mas também,
em consideracio a condi¢cio totalmente singular
dela em relacio a Deus e aos seu Filho Jesus
Cristo: ela é a cheia de graca, escolhida
especialmente por Deus para ser a mae do Filho de
Deus segundo a humanidade e para colaborar na
obra divina da reden¢do. . Maria, apds a sua
morte, nio precisou esperar a ressurreicio dos
mortos, mas foi elevada ao céu logo apos a sua
morte para esta vida. Maria, na gloria de Deus,
lembra-nos sempre as palavras do livro do
Apocalipse e de Sao Paulo aos Corintios: “o ultimo
inimigo a ser vencido serd a morte”. Jesus
ressuscitado e Maria elevada ao céu nos dio a
certeza de que também nos somos chamados a vida
plena na glorla de Deus.
