EVANGELIO DE SAN LUCAS 12, 49-53
Jests dijo a sus discipulos: »Yo he venido a traer
fuego sobre la tierra, jy como desearia que ya
estuviera ardiendo! Tengo que recibir un bautismo, jy
qué angustia siento hasta que esto se cumpla
plenamente! ;Piensan ustedes que he venido a traer la
paz a la tierra?

Evangelio
Lucas 12.49-53

El evangelio de este domingo nos deja un tanto
preocupados. ;Y esta muy bien que asi sea! Jesus
habla con simbolos llamativos de su destino y de su
mision. Une un tipo de lenguaje que llamamos
«apocaliptico», y que estaba de moda en algunos
grupos judios de la época. Ellos insistian en la
inminencia de la llegada de Dios que salvaria a su
pueblo y castigaria a sus enemigos. La simbologia
del fuego y de la division, por tanto, no la inventa
Jesus, sino que la utiliza para expresarse de otra
manera: Kl no espera la venida futura de Dios; mas
bien, él es la presencia de Dios que ya ha llegado y
ha comenzado a instaurar su reino de justicia. La
pregunta que nos surge ante este texto es: ;Como
puede decir Jesis que no ha venido a traer paz,

sino division? ;No es la paz una de las grandes
esperanzas humanas que solo que solo Dios, en
Jesus, puede colmar definitivamente? Jesus se
refiere aqui a las consecuencias de su llegada y de
su mensaje. Historicamente, este texto de Lucas
era proclamado en una comunidad donde algunas
personas habian sido abandonadas por sus
familias al hacerse cristianas. El aquel tiempo,
bautizarse y entrar en la comunidad era una
decision radical que cambiaba toda la vida. La
figura a la que hemos de mirar es Jesiis. Kl tiene la
mision de instaurar el Reino de Dios, y eso hace
que el mal del mundo se vuelva contra él.

relata el famoso pasaje biografico de la experiencia
amarga del profeta Jeremias en una cisterna. La
situacion de Jerusalén era catastrofica, y un grupo
poderoso cerraba los ojos a la realidad que el
profeta venia venir; no porque aceptase la derrota
de Babilonia que estaba llegando, pero tampoco
era partidario de echarse en manos de otro
poderoso como Egipto. Jeremias es castigado por
hablar contra la clase dominante, por proclamar
la palabra de Dios y no acomodarse a lo mandatos
humanos.

La carta a los Hebreos 12:1-4 nos anima a
perseverar en nuestra fe, recordando el ejemplo
de Jesucristo y despojandonos de todo peso que
nos impida correr la carrera que tenemos por
delante. Nos insta a fijar la mirada en Jesus,
quien por el gozo que le esperaba, soporté la cruz
y ahora esta sentado a la derecha de Dios.

EVANGELHO DE SAQO LUCAS pl2, 49 53
Naquele tempo, disse Jesus aos seus discipulos: Eu vim
trazer o fogo a terra e que quero eu sendo que ele se
acenda? Tenho de receber um baptismo e estou ansioso
até que ele se realize. Pensais que eu vim estabelecer a
paz na terra? Ndo. Eu vos digo que vim trazer a divisdo.
A partir de agora, estardo cinco divididos numa casa: trés

contra dois e dois contra trés. Estardo divididos o pai

contra o filho e o filho contra o pai, a mae contra a filha
e a filha contra a mae, a sogra contra a nora e a nora
contra a sogra.

E importante lembrar que Jesus esti subindo para
Jerusalém com seus discipulos e tem a plena
consciéncia de que a meta de sua viagem € a Cidade
Santa, que rejeita e mata os profetas. Qual é o fogo que
Jesus veio trazer a terra? O que é o baptismo que ele
deve receber? Por que afirma que niio veio trazer a
paz? Para Sao Lucas o fogo é o simbolo do Espirito
Santo, ja anunciado no inicio do Evangelho por Joao
Batista, como forca, presenca divina, que se
manifestara sobre aquele que ha de vir para baptizar
com o Espirito Santo e com fogo (Lc 3,16) e também o
fogo que desce sobre os apodstolos em Pentecostes em
forma de linguas de fogo um fogo vivo, sinal do
Ressuscitado. A seguir Jesus exprime um outro desejo,
ligado ao primeiro: Devo receber um baptismo, e como
estou ansioso até que isto se cumpra. Esse baptismo ¢é a
grande prova, que se refere a sua paixao, pois o fogo de
amor, o fogo de Pentecostes, que ele deseja lan¢ar sobre
a terra, brota de sua cruz, de sua paixdo. Trata-se e

cumprir a vontade do Pai e de doar a sua vida para que
tenhamos vida em plenitude. Finalmente temos um
terceiro pensamento de Jesus, talvez o mais chocante
para a nossa sensibilidade. Vos pensais que eu vim
trazer a paz sobre a terra? Pelo contrario, eu vos digo,
vim trazer a divisdo. Aquele que aceita seguir Jesus
incomoda os que estio ao seu redor, incomoda o
mundo. A realidade ¢é que quanto mais nos
conformamos a Jesus Cristo e ao Evangelho, quanto
mais forca o fogo de seu Espirito ganha em nosso meio,
mais emerge o poder da divisio, da oposicio, da
contradicio. Usando a imagem de Santo Agostinho,
pelo Evangelho de Jesus se estabelece a divisdo entre
uma “cidade de Deus”, dominada pelo amor, e uma
“cidade do mundo” dominada pelo pecado. Jesus
continua sendo o “Principe da Paz” e a sua vitoria é
certa, mas so0 se chega ao Reino através das tribulacoes,
das provas, das separacdes. Assim foi para ele, e assim
deve ser para nos, seus discipulos.

A primeira leitura mostra o Profeta Jeremias como
sinal de contradicio, prefiguracio de Cristo. No ano de
586 antes de Cristo, a cidade de Jerusalém esta cercada
pelo exército de Nabucodonosor, rei da Babilonia. A
situacido é desesperadora; morre-se de fome, mas os
chefes militares querem resistir a qualquer custo, e o
rei Sedecias ndo tem a coragem de contrariar os
generais do exército. Nesta hora dramatica Jeremias é
0 unico que mantém a cabeca fria. Ele sugere a
rendicdo. Esta proposta provoca a indignacdo dos
oficiais do exército.
